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Abstract
Coaches have been punished for breaking the rules in college sports for years. In an effort to reduce the corruption of illegal actions an association was created to regulate the colligate sports league. This literature review gives information on why coaches use unfair moves to come out on top. It explains how the association affects the issue at hand as well. The review also gives information on how the NCAA standards of rules are given to college coaches. It gives both points of views by providing data from a survey given and interviews taken in which they relate to the issue at hand. 
Corruption in College Sports

As years go on, corruption in college sports begins to grow as a problem. Cheating coaches and players have caused what was once a clean system to go bad. Recently the College Board that makes the rules has passed laws again this corruption. This rules or laws purpose is to limit the activity of cheating actions made by coaches and players. However, the laws have not put a complete stop to the corruption that is being taken place. In an effort to see both points of view the questions below will be presented and answered.
1. Do coaches feel the need to cheat in order to keep their job?

2. What organizations pass regulations in attempt to reduce cheating by coaches does the organizations have an affect?
3. How do the fans react coaches that are found guilty of cheating? Do they feel its for the better of their own personal team are for the worse of the colligate league?
4. Does their need to be improvement in rules passed to make college sports stricter or should the NCAA be more linnet or understanding of coaches’ situation?
The literature reviews main focus is to give information about corruption in college sports and how it affects he NCAA.  

Do coaches feel the need to cheat in order to keep their job? 

Coaches often get praised for having a winning program, more times then not they get raises for reaching championship milestones. When a coach is has a successful season, it is no secret. The media exposes the coach’s success for everyone to see. When a coach has a poor season his or hers job is at stake. As said in The Shadow League Article paragraph two sentence two “The reasons for each coach's earlier dismissal range from the typical (too few wins)”. The teams with the better winning record often have the better recruitment class. Kentucky’s starting five went first round in the NBA draft.  For example the ESPN article gives a good example of a power house team with extraordinary talent in paragraph three sentence one “Ascending to No. 1, winning the Southeastern Conference in dominating fashion and capping an NCAA tournament run with a 67-59 victory over Kansas in the title game for the school's eighth championship”. Coach’s acquire acquire theses players illegally by bribing them so that the players can play for their program. In a coaching business your job is safe he/she is wining but when the coach doesn’t produce a winning program their job is at stake. Losing their job means losing money to pay the bills, put food on the table etc. Coaches cheat to keep their job not only to win but also to keep up with other cheating coaches in order to keep a winning team and secure their job, which they depend on. A sports analyst who has been following the corruption of sports and has seen coaches admit to cheating first hand as he states in his post paragraph two sentence two “Some coaches will tell you that if they cheat a little to keep up with other schools because they can't compete otherwise.”

The system designed for coaches to get the best players to win is a fact due to recent track records of dominating collegiate teams. Coaches are pressured to win at all costs because of the fear of loosing their job. In a recent survey taken about corruption in colligate sports, 66.7% of people believe it is necessary for coaches to cheat in order to keep up with other cheating coaches. There are ways of recruiting players successfully and legal as well. The reality of the situation is causing other coaches to cave into doing crooked deals in order to keep up with the completion of other cheating coaches.  The NCAA continues to pass laws in an effort to reduce illegal actions. 
What organizations pass regulations in attempt to reduce cheating by coaches and does the organizations have an affect?
Rules and penalties continue to be passed by the NCAA board with the intent of a clean colligate league.  The important part of passing rules is it is designed as a democratic system.  The main organization in which takes actions on passing laws in The National Collegiate Athletic Association.  The National Collegiate Athletic Association is in charge of regulating rules in the collegiate athletic department. The association has multiple purposes which are to insure student athletes build character, get the college experience of athletic participations, pass laws in a democratic system to install equality, and to set a standard for all college schools to maintain competition on a high level. 
The creation of the National Collegiate Athletic Association has been crucial for college sports because the association is the backbone for all athletic rules. The association gives college sports a structure in which it enhances a more organized system. The National Colligate Athletic Association has a definite affect on college coaches. Whenever a rule is passed coaches have to follow what the rule implies. The rules go into deep detail for coaches to understand and follow, if rules are broken there are consequences, which the Association decide. The National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) has begun to tighten up on coaches who have been breaking the rules. In the Article Named NCAA Passes Strict Sanctions For Rule Breaking Schools Coaches, shows the old mind set of coaches in paragraph three sentence one “We have sought all along to remove the 'risk-reward' analysis that has tempted people -- often because of the financial pressures to win at all costs -- to break the rules in the hopes that either they won't be caught or that the consequences won't be very harsh if they do get caught”. In the same article the NCAA explain the idea behind strict new sanctions against cheating schools and coaches "The new system the board adopted today is the result of a lot of hard work and membership input devoted to protecting the collegiate model".  The NCAA install a system for equal opportunity between teams by making rules that are suppose to be followed. The rules are intended for clean systems of colligate athletic programs. The NCAA set standards that are expected to be met is to keep the level of college sports at an all time high. This directly affects coaches because if coaches choose to follow the rules they become the pioneers to an equal system. 
How do the fans react coaches that are found guilty of cheating? Do they feel its for the better of their own personal team are for the worse of the colligate league?
Some say winning isn’t everything while on the other hand others say if your not cheating your not trying. Recent evaluation of the publics views have been tracked by a survey asking the public how they feel about coaches who get caught cheating.  84.2% people responded saying coaches got to do what ever it takes to keep up with the competition. The public has somewhat the same mind set as coaches do when it comes to staying on the same level of play as their opponents. Besides a survey an interview was taken place-asking questions about the same issue, corruption in college and how he or she feels about coaches getting caught. When asked, “how would you feel if your favorite college team coach was penalized for breaking NCAA rules”? The interviewee responded saying, “I would be hurt by the news but not so much shocked, these days cheating is the key to winning titles”.  Perhaps fans understand the issue at hand or they choose to ignore corruption out of selfishness in hoping to see their team take the gold. 
While on the other hand, the 15.8% of people in which participated in the survey see a different point of view. The few percentage of people who think differently want justice no matter what the team. Unlike thinking like a coach, no matter what the reason is all head coaches should follow the rules. When asking in an interview, former college coach for Southeast Missouri State Red hawks and The University of Wisconsin OshKosh Titans Edward Leroy Fryman II commented on the issue by saying “coaches are hired as mentors to student athletes, they are being hypocrites when they enforce rules on their players and expect them to abide by those rules if the coaches cant follow NCAA rules and regulations themselves”. He also added, “if he or she is a good coach then he or she should not have to cheat”. In the article Poll Shows Distrust in Colleges it shows as the years go on, its becoming a regular though for students and fans to question the corruption in college sports and how it has become a regular pattern for coaches to break the rules “Additional results from the poll conducted by the Marist College Center for Sports Communication and the Marist Poll found that 95 percent of fans want college athletes to attend class and 67 percent - up 12 points from last year - largely believe that college athletics departments regularly break NCAA rules”.  It is clear that the trust in the college athletic sports system has the public questioning the honesty of the system. The few in which speak up are the few in which are attempting to make a difference.  Many campuses have held up protest against cheating scandals in college sports. A student in Harvard took it as far as writing a letter to Harvard’s University President informing him that member that were involved in Harvard’s basketball team had been cheating on a take home final exam for spring courses. Stated in the article Alumnus Slams Harvard's Handling of the Cheating Scandal states the class where the student athletes were cheating  “Harvard men’s’ basketball program, characterized the College’s handling of the Government 1310 cheating”. This shows that not only do the public witnesses the cheating scandals and corruption but the public can also speak up against it. Not only do they see it happen at times public can get hurt by it as the person writing the letter expresses himself with disappointment and a tad bit of disgust “Over 40 years as a student, an alumnus, and Harvard parent, I have never seen the need to write a letter of complaint,” Stemberg wrote in the opening line of his letter. “However, the University’s approach to and handling of the so-called ‘Congress’ cheating scandal compels me to write one”. The quote shows how the public reacts to corruption differently. 
Does their need to be improvement in rules passed to make college sports stricter or should the NCAA be more linnet or understanding of coaches’ situation?

Every coach is different and every coach has a different point of view. Even though schools are always being looked at or investigated for cheating scandals, the NCAA is always looking to enforce the regulations. Daily the NCAA continues to pass rules in hopes to reduce the number of cheating scandals per year. Although the rules are being passed constantly coaches are still finding ways to bend them. For example college athletes are not on a pay roll to play. When getting recruited the athlete looks for the best scholarship lined up for him or her. Coaches give full scholarships to players they really want but sometimes to get an extra leverage over other schools that are scouting the same player, the coach will bump up the scholarship to where as the possible recruit has thousands of dollars left over as pocket money. This is another form of “legally” paying a college athlete. Another example of loop hole is 2nd hand contact between a player and a coach weather the talk is about attending the university or gifts to bribe the player to attend the school. In the article Cheating scandals it briefly describes the most used and affective techniques to requiting a player by bend the rules “College worst-kept secret is the age-old tradition of boosters -- often with a coach's implicit approval -- buying the services of blue-chip recruits and/or fattening star players' wallets during their stay on campus.” This shows that college coaches are constantly looking for ways to bend the rules and that the rules are bendable as well. Rules are being passed to try to limit the amount of cheating done by a coach but at the same time rules are still being broken. 
When taking a survey, people thought that coaches should be given more freedoms when it comes to trying to build a better team. Perhaps the NCAA doesn’t see the other side of the fence on the issue.  In certain scenarios a coach might really have to offer a possible recruit because the student athlete can come from a broke background. The extra money that is given to the student athlete would be expected to use the scholarships left over money to buy necessities in order to live on their own. In ESPN article it mentioned how much student athletes spend “commissioner Jim Delany said studies have shown the average athlete pays roughly $3,000 to $4,000 out of his or her own pocket in college costs”. This shows that not all full scholarships cover every aspect of money. It’s hard for a coach to help a student athlete out finically when there are so many rules to follow. For example its hard for a coach to talk to a player and present themselves as a possible candidate if the coach cant reach or get in contact with the recruit he is interested in due to contacting rules passed by the NCAA. Reducing forms of communication also makes it hard on the player to make a solid decision on which school fits him or her the best. Coaches day in ad day out are getting caught trying to cheat because they want a winning record, but a winning record is the only way a coach can secure his job. The NCAA punish coaches when they are caught cheating, unfortunately some times get punished harshly. An unwritten code is pressed on a coach, win at all times. Cheating occurs because of this code and when caught the NCAA acts aggressively. The University makes it difficult for a coach when their job is on the line, and the NCAA makes it harder when the association is limiting coaches by taking away freedoms and enforcing rules in which the coach has to follow. With that said the NCAA is going to began a trail of a system of how they sanction or punish a coach when they break the rules. The NCAA has the choice to decide a coach’s fait when caught cheating, but the NCAA needs to realize the amount of stress opposed on the coaches by the schools when their job is on the line.
Conclusion


Cheating in college sports has infected the whole colligate league in all sports. How ever the NCAA is starting to give a new system a try in hopes to reduce the amount of corruption. The amount of pressure put on coaches to win at all costs shows that at times it causes them to take drastic measures. By drastic measures meaning go as far as trying to cheat or bend the rules. On the other hand people view effort differently. The opposing end of the issue has no sympathy for those coaches who try to get away with breaking the rules. The people in which have no sympathy believe that one incident of cheating that goes unseen makes it easier for another case to go unseen. Unseen incidents are cases that never get taken to the NCAA for possible sanctions against the coach. The NCAA has passed more laws in which preventing coaches to take cheating routes. The purpose of the NCAA is to equally balance colligate sports so there is a fair system. Although the system has been working for college sports there are still weaknesses in rules that have been passed. As college sports continues to become more competitive The National Collegiate Athletic Association must adapt in ruling and decision making in order for all college sports to be equal and fair so coaches don’t feel the need to cheat in order to keep their job. 
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
