The article “More Corruption in College Sports Exposed” differs from the image genre by providing more hard facts. The article goes into deep detail on how coaches slip up and corruption takes place. The message that is being sent by the article is the tactics of using loop holes to break the rules in college sports. The purpose of the article is to inform the reader.




Purpose and Audience


The image is aimed to people that are unsure of how college athletes that take drugs never get caught. The picture is also for the fans that follow college sports. People that support their college team want equality when it comes to individual athletes. The limitation of this genre is that it is presented in cartoon form. However it may be a positive tool as well because it’s easy to read. The benefit of the image in cartoon form is that the message can be sent out to a variety of ages. This can cause a growth in the people the message reaches out to. For example a teenage kid and an adult man can take information from a cartoon because it is not hard to manipulate them, but if it were an upscale article the teenage kid might struggle grasping the information. The audience is aimed to loyal fans that want each player to be given a fair chance. The genre can cause the viewers to seek more information on human enhancers in college sports. The time the audience should spend on the genre is about three to five minutes because the image sends a clear message. The article is mainly for those who use the internet often because the article is accessed on the internet. Unlike the image the article informs those who are looking for information about the issue. The photo is for people that happen to come across viewing it. By the audience looking for a specific article on the issue means that perhaps the viewers are already familiar with the issue. The article helps add more information to the reader. Never the less the genre is used to provide information to the reader. The reader may have not known about is the details on how players are acquired. It can help give the reader a sense of clarity. The audience would want to know the little tricks. The more the audience knows the more they can possibly act aggressively on putting a stop to the reoccurring issue. A problem with the article is it may not reach out to the same amount of people as the picture would because it’s more formal. Rhetorical Issues: Ethos Pathos Logos

Had the picture shown an actual case with a real player it may have earned more credit because people could relate to a real situation. The image has strong amount of pathos. The image shows or expresses a great amount of disappointment. The way it portrays disappointment is because the picture is drawn up to present the route players take. The words “Steroid Testing Written Exams Only” are what cause the picture to hit home because it’s what causes the viewer to fully understand what the problem is. The weakest point of the image is there are no logos. No hard facts or statistics are presented in the image.  This may affect the message towards the audience because the photo can be viewed more as of an opinion instead of a fact the steroids are being used at the collegiate level.

The article is very strong in ethos because the author who wrote the article used to be a sports analysis. The author used to follow sports for a living and would break down team facts so she has seen firsthand the corruption. The author “Maggie Severns” used to be an analysis on funding,  policy, and quality of education so she a solid background on the subject of rules and regulations. Not only does the article share a feeling of disappointment but it also presents a little sense of awareness. Awareness is portrayed because the audience can began to think that there are more cases of athletes cheating but they don’t want to speak up. .Logos is presented well in the article as well. The author presents NCAA rules so the readers know exactly what rules are being broken. 






Structure


The way the picture is drawn up is very basic and simple. There are limitations to the picture. The cartoon needs to make sure to be focused on topic and the topic is using illegal enhancers at the college level. The pictured needed to be clear to the viewer as well which is why words were added to help the viewer fully understand what’s going on. The letter font is big enough where it makes it easy for the reader to see. Going with basic colors black and white is an easy color scheme to see as well. Style and Language


The language in the image is very simple. It is important that it was simple so that more people would fully be able to grasp the concept. The simple language also allows attracting a variety of views.  Black on white is the easiest color scheme to read. The picture isn’t clustered so it’s easy to focus on the main point it’s trying to get across. The language used in the photo is simple to understand and comprehend. No specialized language was used in the image. 


The language in the article is more advanced. This allows to the tone of the article to be taken seriously. The color of the letter doesn’t bleed in to the back ground so it’s not confusing for the viewer. The letters are black and the color of the page is white followed by a couple of blue hyperlinks. There are advanced terms used that only a certain amount of people will understand.  The article will pertain to certain readers for those who follow sports and have the knowledge to pick up on key terms.
